To become a BFA
candidate, students must have a 2.5 GPA in their first 30 credit hours of

courses and a 3.0 GPA in their Theatre courses. They must take THEA 2900
twice and pass portfolio review in front of a faculty committee to be admitted

into the BFA in Theatre (Acting) program. They must then take on a major

design once per year until they graduate.
