A student who is placed into MATH 1413 
on the basis of the Math-SAT score and 
earns a grade of C or higher on the first 
attempt will be awarded credit for MATH 
1111 (3 credit hours). 

Mathematics 650 or higher MATH 1634     
Calculus I

MATH 1113     
Precalculus

A student who is placed into MATH 1634 
on the basis of the Math-SAT score and 
earns a grade of C or higher on the first 
attempt will be awarded credit for MATH 
1113 (4 credit hours). 

Mathematics-SAT Score for Determining Course Placement and Credit

Students who earn a score of 650 or higher on the Math-SAT are placed into MATH 1413 or MATH 
1634. If a final grade of C or higher is earned in the UWG course on the first attempt, the student is 
awarded credit for the prerequisite math course. A fee of $6 per hour is assessed to transcript the 
credit.
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
